June 21, 2011
CALL TO ORDER

The regular meeting of the Elizabeth Planning Commission was called to order on Tuesday, June 21, 2011 at 7:16 PM by Chairperson Susette’ Frausto.

ROLL CALL

The following were present: Chairperson Frausto, Commissioners Frank Conte, William Pharo, Patrick Morrissey and Tim Van Putten. Also present were Town Planner Stacey Yarrington, and Town Clerk Serena Carter.
Minutes

a. Approval of the May 17, 2011, Planning Commission Meeting Minutes.
MOTION: Commissioner Conte moved to approve the May 17, 2011 Planning Commission minutes. Commissioner Morrissey seconded the motion. The vote of those Commissioners present was unanimously in favor.  Motion carried.

b. Approval of the June 7, 2011, Planning Commission Meeting Minutes.
MOTION: Commissioner Conte moved to approve the June 7, 2011 Planning Commission minutes. Commissioner Pharo seconded the motion. The vote of those Commissioners present was unanimously in favor.  Motion carried.

OLD business

a. Discussion on the Elizabeth Municipal Code Sections 16-1-30 thru 16-1-200, Amending and Adding New Designations that include the Residential, Manufactured Home, Public-Industrial, Business, Industrial, Mixed Use, Downtown, Planned Development Zoning Districts and Supplemental Regulations and Temporary Structures and Uses.
Town Planner Yarrington had included the definitions the Commission indicated should be included and asked the Commission to review. Yarrington reviewed previous discussions and found one change the Commission asked for in a picture of roof’s that would clarify better than a description. This change had not been made previously, so therefore now the change is reflected. Yarrington reviewed all the changes and suggested a joint meeting with the Board for review and to hold a Public Forum to review the proposed changes. The Commission would like to invite the Board to their July 5th meeting for discussion on the changes so far prior to holding a Public Forum.

NEW business

a. Discussion on an Ordinance to Amend the Town of Elizabeth Land Use and Development Code by the Addition of a New Article 13, Entitled Oil and Gas Regulations.

Town Planner Yarrington indicated that Land Use Code has to recognize and work with Colorado Oil and Gas Conservation Commission. The presented Code has been adopted by other Communities the Town Attorney represents. Yarrington is going to meet with County representatives to see if we are along the same thought process as the County. The Commission does have concerns about the protections for the Town with this process. Yarrington indicated that the only thing that falls into the control of the Town is anything that happens above ground such as the affects to the infrastructure and what is seen above ground in landscaping and screening. Anything underground is under the regulations of the Colorado Oil and Gas Conservation Commission. Commissioner Morrissey indicated that he knows of a driller in Weld County that would come to talk with the Commission regarding some of the concerns they have run into to assist the Town in regulations, the Commission would like to talk with him and ask him to come talk with them. Commissioner Van Putten asked if the Town can just prohibit this within the Town, Yarrington is not sure but will verify with the Town Attorney. Yarrington also indicated that the Town Attorney has offered to come and talk with the Commission on this issue. The Commission would like to have Morrissey’s contact come as well as the Town Attorney on the 19th to discuss this issue in more detail. This item will be continued to July 19th for discussion.
REPORTS

Town Planner Yarrington reported staff met with another group to discuss another potential big box, again no details just initial discussions. There was a temporary use application for a Fireworks stand within Town.

Motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Commissioner Conte, seconded by Commissioner Morrissey.  There were no objections; the meeting adjourned at 8:16 PM.
