CALL TO ORDER

The regular meeting of the Elizabeth Planning Commission was called to order on Tuesday, July 5, 2011 at 6:07 PM by Chairperson Susette’ Frausto.

ROLL CALL

The following were present: Chairperson Frausto, Commissioners Frank Conte and William Pharo. Commissioners Patrick Morrissey and Tim Van Putten were absent. Also present was Mayor Clay Hurst, Trustees Dianna Robins, Reed Smith, Paul Schwarzkopf, Rachel White, Angela Ternus, Town Planner Stacey Yarrington, and Town Clerk Serena Carter.
OLD business

a. Discussion on the Elizabeth Municipal Code Sections 16-1-30 thru 16-1-200, Amending and Adding New Designations that include the Residential, Manufactured Home, Public-Industrial, Business, Industrial, Mixed Use, Downtown, Planned Development Zoning Districts and Supplemental Regulations and Temporary Structures and Uses.
Town Planner Yarrington reported the Commission asked the Board to review what the Commission has completed so far to ensure that they are on the right path before proceeding. The Commission has proceeded with what they have heard and seen for desires and current uses within the Town as well as what was adopted in the Master Plan and in the Design Review Standards and Guidelines. Yarrington reviewed the changes. Commissioner Frausto asked for comments and questions.
Trustee Smith wanted to commend the Commission for all their hard work on this document. Commissioner Conte asked if there was a definition in this section for inoperable vehicle, Yarrington will include in this section or make as a reference to another section. 
There was discussion on the prohibiting of Churches in the Downtown and Industrial areas. Yarrington indicated there was much discussion on the Commission with concerns of the Liquor License procedure however with clarification from the Town Attorney the Commissions desires could be met with prohibiting Church Schools and not Churches in the Downtown and Industrial areas. The Commissions goal is to not make existing businesses in the area that have liquor licenses into non-conforming uses, so this change would allow churches and not church schools in these areas. 
The Board would like to present the community with a suggested zoning map for the public discussion. Trustee Robbins asked if the Town could prohibit group housing for sex offenders, Yarrington indicated she would clarify this with the Town Attorney. Trustee Schwarzkopf believes there is too many ‘shalls’ and ‘prohibits’ in this section. The Commission believes that since this section is Code, it should be regulatory.
