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Planning Commission – Record of Proceeding

July 19, 2011
CALL TO ORDER

The regular meeting of the Elizabeth Planning Commission was called to order on Tuesday, July 19, 2011 at 6:36 PM by Chairperson Susette’ Frausto.

ROLL CALL

The following were present: Chairperson Frausto, Commissioners Frank Conte, Patrick Morrissey and William Pharo. Commissioner Tim Van Putten was absent. Also present was Town Planner Stacey Yarrington, and Town Clerk Serena Carter.
Minutes

a. Approval of the June 21, 2011, Planning Commission Meeting Minutes.
Commissioner Frausto asked the meeting time start be changed to 7:16.

MOTION: Commissioner Conte moved to approve the June 21, 2011 Planning Commission minutes as amended. Commissioner Morrissey seconded the motion. The vote of those Commissioners present was unanimously in favor.  Motion carried.

b. Approval of the July 5, 2011, Planning Commission Meeting Minutes.
There were many grammar changes as well as concerns of some content. The Commission asked the Town Clerk to review the recording and the minutes and moved to table to the next meeting for approval.
NEW business

a. Consideration and Recommendation to the Board of Trustees on a request to Waive the Site Plan fees for Elbert County Library District in the amount of $3,550.00, for the property located at 651 W Beverly Street.
Town Planner Yarrington reported the library is moving into the old Abacus building and because it was approved for storage units and not the more intense use of a library. Therefore, the town is asking the library to go through the site plan process to ensure it meets the current regulations. Due to the tight budget the Library is under, they are requesting a waiver of the fees associated with the Site Plan process. The Town does incur some fees in this process and recommends these fees being paid by the applicant. The estimated costs are to be around $330 to the Town for engineer review costs. The applicant can take care of the mailings and posting of the Public Hearing.

Kari May is the Director of the Library District. Ms. May indicated Town Staff has been very helpful through this project and the Library would be willing to meet the necessary Public Hearing requirements and would agree to the noticing cost that would be incurred by the Town. 

MOTION: Commissioner Frausto moved to recommend to the Board of Trustees to waive the fees for the waiver request, publication fees, mailing expense, notification fees to the newspaper with the applicant processing the necessary requirements, the land use fees would also be waived however the engineering fees would be paid by the Elbert County Library District for the property located at 651 W Beverly Street. Commissioner Conte seconded the motion. The vote of those Commissioners present was unanimously in favor.  Motion carried.

REPORTS: 

Town Planner Yarrington reported there is Oil and Gas meeting tonight in the County that Yarrington will attend following the meeting that she hopes to bring information back to the Commission to the next meeting.
The Downtown Group is sponsoring a Flea Market on the 30th that they hope to promote some foot traffic on Main Street. The Farmers Market is still going well.

Motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Commissioner Frausto, seconded by Commissioner Conte.  There were no objections; the meeting adjourned at 7:05 PM.
