a. Discussion on an Ordinance to Amend the Town of Elizabeth Land Use and Development Code by the Addition of a New Article 13, Entitled Oil and Gas Regulations.

Commissioner Conte asked about page one under the purpose on how the word “morals” would be gaged and should it be changed. Yarrington indicated she would ask the Town Attorney for clarification on the usage of the word. 
Page 2 the Commission asked for a definition on “responsible party”

Page 11 add 16-13-50(c)(3) add n. A Site Safety and Security Plan.

Page 17 16-13-140(2)(c) adding wording of “as well as snow removal consistent with Town snow removal policy.”
Town Planner Yarrington will continue discussion with the County on their plan as well as discussion with other interested parties. Yarrington believes the next step would be to hold Public Forums and ask individuals to be present for the forum for community and Commission questions.
