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October 4, 2011
CALL TO ORDER

The regular meeting of the Elizabeth Planning Commission was called to order on Tuesday, October 4, 2011 at 6:32 PM by Chairperson Susette’ Frausto.

ROLL CALL

The following were present: Chairperson Frausto, Commissioners Frank Conte, Patrick Morrissey and Tim Van Putten. Commissioner William Pharo was absent. Also present was Town Planner Stacey Yarrington, and Town Clerk Serena Carter.
Town Planner Yarrington introduced the new Town Administrator David Stahl to the Planning Commission.
Minutes
a. Consideration and Approval of the Minutes of the August 2, 2011 Planning Commission Meeting.
Page 1 under new business to be changed from gaged to gauge. Page 2 under reports the Commission would like to include the date of the Tea Party meeting staff attended.
MOTION: Commissioner Conte moved to approve the Minutes of August 2nd, 2011 as amended.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Morrissey.  The vote of those Commissioners present was unanimously in favor. Motion Carried.

b. Consideration and Approval of the Minutes of the August 16, 2011 Planning Commission Meeting.
MOTION: Commissioner Morrissey moved to approve the Minutes of August 16th, 2011.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Conte.  The vote of those Commissioners present was unanimously in favor with Frausto abstaining. Motion Carried.

Commissioner Frausto closed the regular meeting and opened the Public Hearing.

PUBLIC HEARING
a. File #11-05-SUP Use by Special Review for an Accessory Dwelling Unit (ADU), located at 360 S Main Street, Elizabeth, CO.
Town Planner Yarrington reported the applicants are requesting to allow for an Accessory Dwelling Unit at the property located at 360 S Main Street. This property is currently zoned B-2 and the applicant is proposing an owner/operator living in the ADU with a business of an antique/gift shop.
The applicant has met all the requirements as listed on the staff report. The Commission asked about item 10; the structure sq. ft. does not add up and the two figures do not add up to the total square footage. Yarrington indicated the total should be 940 and the miscellaneous square footage is non-usable space, such as storage and a hallway. The applicant is also working with the Fire Department and the Building Department on the necessary requirements for an ADU building.
Town Planner Yarrington provided letters in favor of approval of application. Yarrington indicated that notice was published in the Ranchland News on September 15, 2011, owners within 500 feet were notified by certified mail and the property was posted as required for public hearing.

Chair Frausto asked for public comment, with no public comment he closed the Public Hearing and reopened the Regular meeting.
MOTION: Commissioner Conte moved to move agenda item 5a to after item 6a. Commissioner Morrissey seconded the motion.  The vote of those Commissioners present was unanimously in favor. Motion Carried.
NEW business

a. Consideration and Recommendation to the Board of Trustees on File #11-05-SUP Use by Special Review for an Accessory Dwelling Unit (ADU), located at 360 S Main Street, Elizabeth, CO.
Commissioner Conte asked about the desired time line of the project. Applicant Dodie and Ron Davis, owners of the property, were present as the applicant. The Davis’ indicated they and the Tenant would like to proceed as soon as possible with the approval of the Town and evaluating costs of requirements of the Fire Department and the Building department. 
MOTION: Commissioner Morrissey moved to recommend approval of the Use by special review for 360 S Main Street with the following conditions; the use is reviewed administratively in two years, meets the requirements of the Building Official and Fire Department.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Conte.  The vote of those Commissioners present was unanimously in favor. Motion Carried.

OLD business

a. Consideration and Recommendation to the Board of Trustees on File #11-02-OR, an Ordinance to Amend the Town of Elizabeth Land Use and Development Code by the Addition of a New Article 13, Entitled Oil and Gas Regulations.

Town Planner Yarrington reported the changes the Commission requested have been made. Yarrington discussed the definition of “moral” the Commission asked about with the Town Attorney Corey Hoffman, and he indicated that this is a standard term and not necessary so can be removed if the Commission desires it to be. The Commission would like the word removed.
Yarrington has talked to a few individuals that are familiar with this process and one being a Mr. Gordon Allot, a retired attorney for an Oil and Gas company. Mr. Allot discussed the ordinance with Yarrington but did not review it. He did however provide a possible drilling map that is being circulated among the industry that Yarrington provided to the Commission.
The Commission recommended proceeding with Ordinance as amended.

NEW business

b. Consideration to set Public Hearing date of November 1, 2011, File #11-02-OR, an Ordinance to Amend the Town of Elizabeth Land Use and Development Code by the Addition of a New Article 13, Entitled Oil and Gas Regulations.

MOTION: Commissioner Morrissey moved to set the Public Hearing date of November 1, 2011 for file #11-02-OR, an Ordinance to Amend the Town of Elizabeth Land Use and Development Code by the Addition of a New Article 13, Entitled Oil and Gas Regulations.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Conte.  The vote of those Commissioners present was unanimously in favor. Motion Carried.

c. Consideration and Recommendation on Appointment of Ken Peter to the Planning Commission as a Regular Voting Member for a Four (4) Year Term.

Town Planner Yarrington introduced Ken Peter to the Commission as an interested member of the Planning Commission.
Ken Peter of 741 S Paddock indicated that he had been a resident for about 10 years and has decided that now is a good time for him to get involved with his community. His work will not interfere with the obligations of the Planning Commission. He is neighbors with a previous Commissioner and they have been talking about the Commission and their role in the Community.

MOTION: Commissioner Morrissey moved to recommend to Board of Trustees to approve Ken Peter as a Planning Commission regular voting member for a four year term.  Motion seconded by Commissioner Conte.  The vote of those Commissioners present was unanimously in favor. Motion Carried.

REPORTS: 

Ms. Yarrington reported that Commissioner Morrissey submitted his resignation effective immediately and the Commission will accept this at their next meeting. The Board will review a new lease, for the spot that Wingnuttz was in, at their next meeting. The Town Farmers Market is over for the season and was a success. The Board is holding a reception for the public prior to their next meeting, to thank Jim Stevens for his help as Interim Manager as well as to welcome David Stahl.
ADJOURNMENT: 

Motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Commissioner Frausto, seconded by Commissioner Morrissey.  There were no objections; the meeting adjourned at 8:04 PM.
