There is a definition for a “shut-in well” as well additional language regarding snow removal for the well head on page 16. Both of these items were pointed out by the new Commission member Peter. The Board of Trustees also suggested possibly increasing the distance in Section 16-13-50(c)m. Yarrington indicated that 500 feet is our public noticing requirement so that amount would seem to be compatible, the Commission agreed. Commissioner Pteres question ongoing air and water testing, the only thing addressed is pre-testing but does not include any ongoing testing. Yarrington will verify this but she believes that this is a requirement of the State and would not be in our requirments.
