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ARTICLE I

Zoning

Sec. 16-1-10.
Purpose.

Land use zoning encourages the most appropriate use of land and protects all property against adverse effects of neighboring developments.  In general, the public health, safety and welfare are promoted through zoning in the following manner:

(1)
Property values are protected in residential areas, since by way of example, factories, gasoline filling stations or other such uses generally cannot locate next to homes and thus make such residences less desirable places in which to live.

(2)
Established business areas are protected against the indiscriminate development of business buildings wherever vacant or cheap land exists.

(3)
Industrial potentiality is increased by the reservation of adequate land for such use.

(4)
The public tax base is stabilized and maintained.

(5)
Increased safety against fire and consequent lower fire insurance rates result from the prevention of overcrowding and the segregation of hazardous uses.

(6)
Property owners are protected against possible loss of light and air due to the bulk and proximity of neighboring developments.

(7)
Where public water supplies are not available, the purity of individual water sources is maintained by adequate lot areas.

(8)
Fire-fighting efficiency is aided by the reservation of front, rear and side yards.

(9)
Public health is protected from diseases resulting from unsanitary and overcrowded conditions.

(10)
Street and highway congestion, safety and construction costs are influenced by off-street parking requirements, specifications for adequate sight distance at intersections and major front yard setback lines.

Utility mains and other public facilities may be more efficiently designed and extended where zoning indicates future land use and densities.

The attractive environment of the Town, supported through the Design Review Standards & Guidelines.

It is the intent of the Planning Commission and Elizabeth Historic Advisory Board to encourage the preservation of the historical buildings and structures where it is possible so as to retain the old-time flavor of the Town.  (Ord. 01-20)

(b)
Boundaries.  The boundaries of these districts are established as shown on the map entitled "Zoning Map" of the Town, which map is hereby made a part of this Chapter.  District boundary lines are lot lines; the center lines of streets, alleys, highway rights-of-way, railroad rights-of-way or such lines extended; section lines; municipal corporate lines; or other lines drawn to scale on the Zoning Map.  Disputes concerning the exact location of any district boundary line shall be decided by the Board of Adjustment.  Where a lot is divided at the time of enactment of this Chapter by subsequent amendments or by a zoning district boundary line, the less restrictive zone requirements may be extended not more than twenty-five (25) feet into the more restrictive zoning district adjacent to such line.

(c)
Annexed Territory.  Any territory hereafter annexed to the Town shall be zoned consistent with The Preferred Future Land Use Plan Map, of the Town of Elizabeth Community Master Plan, until changed by an amendment to the Master Plan.  Such amendment to the Master Plan shall be the responsibility of the applicant and in accordance with Section 16-1-270 of this Chapter (Ord. 01-20)

Sec. 16-1-40.
Application of regulations.

(a) Except as hereinafter provided, no building, other structure or land shall be used and no building or other structure shall be erected, reconstructed or structurally altered, except in conformance with the regulations herein specified for the district in which such building is located.  (Ord. 01-20) 

(b) Generally:  No use is allowed unless it is listed as an allowed or conditional use (Use by Special Review) in this section.  Those designated uses or buildings within each zoning district are those uses listed in the use matrix (Table 16-1).  For Use by Special Review regulations, refer to Article IX of this Chapter.
(c) Uses not listed:  Evaluation of these uses shall be interpreted as set forth in Section 16-1-40(d).  Any Use not listed as an allowed use or SUP is presumed to be prohibited from the applicable zoning district. [Moved from (d) below.]
(d) Interpretation of similar use:  The Planning Director shall determine if a use not mentioned can reasonably be interpreted to fit into a use category where similar uses are described.  Interpretations shall be ratified by the Board of Trustees upon recommendation by the Planning Commission at a regularly scheduled meeting.  It is the intent of this chapter to group similar or compatible land uses into specific zoning districts, either as allowed uses or as uses authorized by Use by Special Review (SUP). 
(e) In the event that a particular use is not listed in the use matrix (Table 16-1), and cannot be interpreted as a similar use in accordance with Section 16-1-40(d), or is not otherwise prohibited by law, the applicant may file for an amendment to the chapter as described in Section 16-1-180(c) of this Chapter.  

Read across the chart until either "A" or "S" appears in one of the columns. If "A" appears, the use is an allowed use; if "S" appears, the use is only allowed upon the issuance of a Use by Special Review (SUP) permit.  If left blank, the use is not allowed in that zone.

(f) The following general provisions shall apply to the applicable designated uses in Table 16-1 of this section:
(1) For all such uses, building setbacks from all property lines are shown in Table 16-2 of this section.
(2) Total lot coverage of accessory buildings shall not exceed twenty-five percent (25%) of the total square footage of the lot, and the total square footage of any single accessory building may not exceed the total square footage of the dwelling unit’s footprint.

(3) Total area used for such purposes does not exceed one-third (⅓) the total first floor area of the user’s dwelling unit.

(4) Fences, hedges and walls. Fences, hedges and walls shall be permitted in all districts and do not have to comply with the minimum setbacks of the zone district in which they are located if the following regulations are complied with:  

a. Fences, hedges and walls shall not exceed thirty (30”) inches in height in corner lots consistent with Section 16-1-155 of this Chapter.

b. Fences, hedges and walls in residential areas shall not exceed six (6’) feet in height, and shall not exceed four (4’) feet in height when located in required front yards.

(5) In accordance with Section 16-1-45 of this Chapter.

(6) In accordance with Section 16-1-20 of this Chapter. 

(7) Provided that each dwelling or use, has no more than one (1) identification sign; and that such sign meets the requirements in Article XII of the Chapter.

(8) Uses by Special Review: refer to Article IX of this Chapter.
(9) For all zoning districts, minimum off-street parking: refer to Article VI of this Chapter.

(10) Town services required. 
(11) The front building façade and main entrance to all residential buildings shall be oriented toward a public street.

(12) Buildings, including front façades and building entries, shall front a landscape area, pedestrian plaza, courtyard or other permanently open area where area directly abuts a public street.
(13) Roofs shall have a minimum pitch of 6:12 (six units rise to 12 units run) and Gable style roofing shall be utilized.  

a. Shallow-pitch gable roofs, mansard, flat, A-frame and other irregular roof forms are prohibited unless integral to a generally recognized architectural style.

(14) Variation:

a. Single-family dwellings and Multi-family buildings shall vary, by providing a range of compatible styles within neighborhoods and among neighborhoods throughout the community by utilizing differing elevations; sizes/footprints; number of stories; entry treatments; roof configurations; window design; use of color; and other features to achieve variety. 

b. Single-family homes using identical or near-identical elevation plan detail shall be separated by a minimum of three single-family homes with different elevations and details.  Identical or near-identical elevations shall not be located directly or diagonally across the street from one another.

(15) Access drives/curb cuts:

a. Shared access driveways are permitted.

b. Driveways, unless shared, should not be closer than five-feet (5’) to an adjoining lot.

c. At street access point, widths shall not exceed 16-feet.

d. Multi-family driveway widths shall not be less than 24-feet.

(g)  The following additional dimensional requirements are applicable to the designated districts shown in Table 16-2 of this section:
(1) Nine thousand (9,000) single dwelling. Nine thousand seven hundred fifty (9,750) square feet when more than one unit.

(2) Seventy-five (75) feet when more than one unit.

(3) Three thousand (3,000) for end units and two thousand four hundred (2,400) square feet for center units with party walls on each side of the unit. 

(4) All buildings, provided, however, that the minimum front yard may include area in common ownership in calculating the minimum front yard.

(5) None between units separated by a party wall. Ten (10’) feet where units are not separated by a party wall and not abutting a street. Ten (10’) feet where abutting a street.

(6) Two hundred (200) square feet for each additional bedroom.

(7) Per additional dwelling unit:  fifty (50) square feet.

(8) When more than one building, buildings must have a five (5’) foot staggered front setback.

(9) Exception: Approved ADUs as provided in Article IX of this Chapter.

(10) Buildings greater than allowed height requires the approval of a variance: refer to Section 16-1-170(b) of this Chapter. 

(11) Open Space. Within single-family attached and multi-family use areas, a minimum of twenty percent (20%) of the gross site area shall be set aside as common open space which may include, but not be limited to, landscaped areas, swimming pools, tennis courts, play areas, walkways and bikeways, but excluding driving and parking areas. 

(12) All dwellings and structures shall be constructed in accordance with all applicable Town regulations and the Uniform Building Code as adopted by the Town. 

(13) Underground housing may be allowed subject to meeting all applicable Town regulations and site plan approval. No underground construction shall be allowed to encroach within designated easements or required setbacks from adjoining property lines without Town approval. 
(14) For all Single-Family detached dwellings the following lot variations apply:

a. Not more than three adjacent newly platted lots shall have the same width.

b. Required variations in lot width shall be not less than five (5’) feet.

c. Required variations in front yard setbacks shall be in distances of not less than five (5’) feet.
d. Not more than 60% of front yard setbacks on the same side of a street within a block shall be the same.  A minimum difference of 18-inches is required.

(15) Front loaded garages: 

a. Garage must be recessed a minimum of five (5’) feet back from the main front building façade.
b. Are limited to not more than one (1) double wide door or two (2) single wide doors.

(16) Side yard parking for all multi-family structures, whether in a garage or in surface-lot parking including access drives, shall not exceed 35-percent of overall front lot width.    Otherwise, garages and parking in multi-family buildings shall be either off alleys/rear drives or in rear yard locations.  No front parking is allowed for multi-family structures.
(17) Building location on a lot, including subtle variations in front-yard and side yard setbacks, shall be utilized to reduce the building mass and bulk for single-family and multi-family buildings, especially in larger development projects.

Single-Family Residence (R-1) District.

(a) Purpose:  The purpose of the Single-family residential districts (R-1, R-1-12, R-1-20) is to provide areas for low to medium density, single-family uses that provide a buffer between low density and higher density Multi-family development.  Minimum lot size requirements are provided in order to allow for market and design flexibility while preserving neighborhood character.

The purpose of Residential Estate districts is to ensure that proposed land uses and development are compatible in their use, character, and size to the site and the surrounding areas; are based on the Town’s Master land-use plan; and to encourage patterns of urban development that provide a full range of housing choices and promotes a sense of community, and the efficient provision of infrastructure.

This district is to provide a buffer between low density and higher density Multi-family development.  Minimum lot size requirements are provided in order to allow for market and design flexibility while preserving neighborhood character.

The term townhouse, for purposes of this Section, includes duplexes and adjacent units separated by a party wall, but shall not include separate units stacked one (1) above the other.  It is the intent of this zoning district that townhouse units be designed and constructed for individual ownership, although rental units are not prohibited.

Sec. 16-1-90.
Multi-Family Residence (R-3) District.

(a) Purpose:  The purpose of the multi-family residence district (R-3) is to allow for medium to high density.  Multi-family residential uses allows for a greater variety of housing types where adequate public facilities and services exist with capacity to serve development.  This district is composed mainly of areas containing a mixture of single-family, two-family, and multi-family dwellings, and open space where similar residential development seems likely to occur. The district regulations are designed to encourage a suitable neighborhood environment for family life by including among the allowed uses such facilities as schools and churches, and to preserve the openness of the area by requiring certain minimum yard and area standards and usable open space. Sec. 16-1-130.
  Mobile Home Park (MH-2).

(a) Purpose:  The Mobile Home Park (MH-2) district is intended to allow for developments where spaces are sold or rented for the placement of a mobile home in a park-like setting, where the homes are used as seasonal or permanent residences. 

(b) Allowed Uses


See Use Matrix – Table 16-3 of this Chapter.

(c) Dimensional Standards


The Mobile Home Standards within the “MH-2” district are outlined above with minimum standards shown in Table 16-4 of this Chapter.
(d) Use by Special Review

See the Use Matrix – Table 16-3 of this Chapter.
(e) Town services are required for each Mobile Home and other principal uses. 
(f) General provisions.  The requirements as outlined in Section 16-1-120(f) are applicable to the designated uses in Table 16-3 of this section. 
(g) Mobile home park requirements:
(1) Maximum density shall not exceed seven (7) mobile homes per gross acre.

(2) No mobile home shall be occupied unless situated on a mobile home space, within a MH-2 zone.

(3) Each mobile home space shall contain a minimum area of four thousand (4,000) square feet and shall have a minimum width of forty (40) feet.

(4) Each mobile home shall be located a minimum distance of ten (10) feet from each boundary of the mobile home space upon which it is situated.

(5) No mobile home shall be located less than twenty (20) feet from an exterior boundary of a mobile home park which abuts a public right-of-way, nor less than fifteen (15) feet from any other exterior boundary.

(6) Each mobile home park shall provide a yard not less than twenty-five (25) feet in width along each boundary abutting a public right-of-way; such yards shall be landscaped except for those portions used for ingress and egress.  All mobile home units and accessory buildings or uses shall face upon and take access from an interior roadway.

(7) Each mobile home park shall have one (1) separate entrance and exit roadway, each of which shall be not less than forty (40) feet wide from flow line to flow line and shall connect to a dedicated public right-of-way not less than fifty (50) feet in width, and which shall be hard surfaced with asphalt or concrete in the event that Town does the same.

(8) Interior roadways shall be not less than thirty-six (36) feet wide from flow line to flow line, except that when such roadways are restricted to one-way traffic or when two (2) off-roadway parking spaces are provided on each mobile home space, interior roadway widths may be reduced to thirty (30) feet.  All private interior roadways and driveways shall be hard surfaced with asphalt or concrete in the event that Town does the same.

(9) Minimum off-street parking:  refer to Article VI of this Chapter.

(10) A storage area for trailers of all types, boats, detached pickup campers, motor homes, etc., shall be provided in an amount equal to one hundred (100) square feet per mobile home space.  Such storage area shall be hard surfaced and be screened from view by a solid fence not less than six (6) feet in height in the event that Town does the same.

(11) An area or areas amounting to not less than ten percent (10%) of the gross area of the mobile home park, excluding any area dedicated as public right-of-way, shall be provided for recreation use.  Such areas shall not include any area designated as a mobile home space, storage area or required yard.

(12) All public utilities within the mobile home park shall be underground.

(13) Service, utility and recreation buildings and appurtenances, garbage and trash containers, rodent and insect control, and water and sewage provisions must comply with all regulations of the State, County and Town.

(14) Maximum height of any building shall be twenty-five (25) feet.

(15) All trash, refuse and storage shall be kept in closed containers or within a building or area enclosed by a solid fence at least six (6) feet in height.

(16) Wheels may be removed from mobile homes, but running gear may be removed only for a reasonable period of time for repair purposes.

(17) No permanent addition or any kind shall be built onto, nor become part of, any mobile home.  Skirting of a mobile home is required, but such skirting shall not attach the mobile home permanently to the ground, provide a harborage for rodents or create a fire hazard.

(18) No trailer of any type, boat or detached pickup camper shall be kept, stored or parked on any public right-of-way or private roadway within a mobile home park for more than twenty-four (24) hours.

(19) Walkways not less than thirty (30) inches in width shall be provided from mobile home spaces to service buildings and on both sides of all streets within a mobile home park.  Such walkways shall be hard surfaced with asphalt or concrete and lighted at night with a minimum illumination of at least six-tenths (0.6) foot-candle.  Twenty-five-watt lamps at intervals of not more than one hundred (100) feet shall meet requirements.

(20) Every mobile home park shall provide sanitary facilities for emergency use in a service building or office building; such facilities shall consist of at least one (1) flush-type toilet and one (1) lavatory and be accessible twenty-four (24) hours per day.

(21) Exposed ground surfaces in all parts of a mobile home park shall be hard surfaced with asphalt or concrete or other solid material, or shall be protected with crushed fine, small stones or vegetative growth which will prevent soil erosion and eliminate dust.
(h) Mobile home park development plan.  Before issuance of a building permit, the applicant must apply for and receive approval from the Town of a mobile home park development plan.  Such plan shall be drawn at a scale of one (1) inch equals one hundred (100) feet in India ink or other equally substantial solution on tracing cloth or Mylar with outer dimensions of twenty-four (24) inches by thirty-six (36) inches.  The plan shall be complete in detail showing the following:

(1) Title, scale, north arrow and date;

(2) Legal description of property, together with a complete reference to the book and page of records of the County;

(3) Primary control points, or descriptions and "ties" to such control points, to which all dimensions, angles, bearings and similar data shall be referred;

(4) Location and description of monuments;

(5) Certification of title showing that the applicant is the land owner;

(6) Statement by owner dedicating public rights-of-way and any sites for public use, and deeding development rights to the Town for the areas designated for recreation use by residents of the park; acceptance of these development rights by the Town shall not mean that the Town accepts responsibility for developing and maintaining the recreation areas.  The owner retains that responsibility;

(7) Certification by surveyor or engineer certifying to accuracy of survey and plan;

(8) Certification for approval by the Planning Commission and the Board of Trustees;

(9) One (1) of the following assurances concerning required improvements:  a bond or certified check available to the Town in sufficient amount to guarantee completion of all required improvements; protective covenants to the effect that no mobile home space may be rented until required improvements are constructed; or such other written statement as may be approved by the Board of Trustees giving full assurance that required improvements will be completed;

(10) Tract boundary lines and right-of-way lines of bounding and interior streets dedicated to or to be dedicated to the public with accurate dimensions, bearings or deflection angles, and radii, arcs and central angles of all curves;

(11) Location, dimensions and purpose of any easements;

(12) Number to identify each mobile home space;

(13) Purpose for which sites, other than mobile home spaces, are dedicated or reserved;

(14) Location, names and paving width, flow line to flow line, of each interior street or roadway and each access street or roadway;

(15) Location and width of walkways;

(16) Location and dimensions of mobile home spaces, recreation areas, storage areas and sites for other uses, and off-street parking spaces;

(17) Proposed finished grade shown in contour intervals not to exceed two (2) feet;

(18) Location, material (or species) and height of all walls, fences and screen plantings;

(19) Location of all outside facilities for waste or refuse storage and description of their enclosures;

(20) Location of each structure, the use or uses to be contained therein, maximum height and approximate location of entrances and loading points, not including mobile homes;

(21) Provisions for the lighting of roadways and walkways;

(22) Location, height, size, orientation and illumination of all signs;

(23) Type of surfacing material to be used in each area of the mobile home park;

(24) Drainage plan showing existing and proposed installations (channels, culverts, inlets, etc.) and discharges (cfs with calculation sheets) that may affect adjacent lands;

(25) Complete road or intersection plans where modifications or additions to the public road system are proposed;

(26) Proposed treatment of potential floodplain areas including construction plans and supporting data as required; and

(27) Such other information as may be requested by the Building Inspector, Fire Inspector, Planning Director, Health Officer or Town Engineer to enable him or her to determine that the proposed mobile home park will comply with all requirements.  (Ord. 01-20)

(e) General provisions:  The following shall apply to the applicable designated uses in Table 16-5 of this section: 
(1) For all such uses, building setbacks from all property lines are shown in Table 16-6 of this section.

Highway Regional Commercial (B-1 RC) District.

(a) Purpose:  The B-1 (Highway Commercial) RC (Regional Commercial) district  is to provide general and large-scale commercial activities  town and the purpose of this district is to provide a wide variety of commercial uses such as: retail, eating and entertainment complexes, convenience retail establishments, professional offices and services, clusters of commercial development, commercial accommodations, and automotive sales and services.  This district is to provide more intense commercial uses than those located in the CMU (Commercial Mixed Use) district.  Preferred uses are those that particularly provide services for the traveling public.

Light Industrial (I-1 L-I) District.

(a) Purpose:  The I-1 L-I (Light Industrial) district is to provide for a mix of light manufacturing, office park, flex space, and limited retail and service uses.  This district is to service the industrial uses with proper screening and buffering – all compatible with adjoining uses.

(4) Outdoor storage areas shall be concealed from view from abutting streets and highways, and from adjoining residential zoning districts.

Commercial Mixed Use District.
(a) Purpose.  The purpose of the CMU (Commercial Mixed Use) district zone is to permit a mix of commercial use with and residential uses under certain limited circumstances in which such mixture is compatible with easy access to a major arterial and/or a major collector street.  This district is to accommodate a mix of non-residential and residential uses including small-scale retail, professional offices, live/work developments, professional services, higher density residential developments, and commercial accommodations that encourage pedestrian activity.  This district is to provide a transition between a limited group of uses of a commercial nature and lower density residential areas.

Downtown District.

Unique and specialty style shops are encouraged, but the accommodation of a broad range of businesses is desired.  This district is to promote the long-term vitality of the ‘old downtown’ business district; maintain a neighborhood commercial scale, promote pedestrian activity, maintain the unique character of the ‘old downtown’ style; and encourage a live-work-play life style. Pedestrian circulation is required as are common parking areas.
